You have now declared yourself a bound conscience congregation and that you have 
the right to call or refuse to call a pastor of your own choosing and that you will not call a 
pastor or lay rostered leader who is, or intendeds to be, in a same gender relationship, 
that you will not recognize civil unions or blessings of persons of same gender 
relationships in your facilities, nor will your pastors perform such services."
